Abstract

Very few geoscientists would dispute the claim that Alaska is a virtual ‘candy store’ of
geology. When compared to other regions of our continent, Alaska certainly has one of
the finest ‘selections of flavors’ to choose from. Besides hosting the largest oil and gas
field ever discovered in North America, we are blessed with a multitude of geologic
provinces that contain a complex suite of tectonic, sedimentary, metamorphic,
mineralized, and magmatic terranes. In addition, the surficial processes that are
constantly changing our landscape range from alpine to coastal, and arid-frozen Arctic
to coastal rainforest. | cannot think of a geologic discipline that would go wanting for the
lack of an exciting problem to decipher, and it could be argued that we have merely
scratched the surface.

Your Alaska Division of Geological & Geophysical Surveys is fully engaged in
increasing our geologic knowledge of the state and has developed a diverse set of
programs to help address the vast geologic issues. New project areas and expansion
of existing programs are providing much-needed information that will help explorers,
policy makers, and communities make informed decisions in a dynamic world. Recent
changes in the global commodity market have catapulted Alaska’s vast resource
potential into the forefront, and public realization that we live in a complexly interweaved
physical and biological environment has fully awakened the debate of human
involvement in the earth’s natural processes.

These are exciting times.

To address the changing political, economic, and physical environment, the Alaska
Survey is in a constant state of metamorphosis. In this talk | will provide highlights of
the many programs being undertaken at the survey. We will also explore into the future
and discuss what geologic information will be needed to help Alaska move forward in a
scientifically informed state of flux. For example, we are expanding our efforts in
geohazard analysis across the state to keep pace with increased development activity,
as well as accelerated natural hazards associated with a warming Arctic. Our energy
group has moved into the subsurface with newly acquired data, and broadened its
efforts to include a number of poorly understood basins across the state. The minerals
group is expanding our high-resolution airborne geophysical coverage and is moving
our detailed mapping efforts into new areas of mineralization. Our communications
group continues to develop our web-based database, which has seen a dramatic
increase in data distributions with more than 300,000 maps reports being downloaded
last year alone. These are but a few of the important activities we will discuss with the
hope that with awareness comes involvement.



Speaker’s Biography:

Bob Swenson received his Bachelor of Science from the University of Montana and
Masters degree in geology from the University of Wyoming, with emphasis in structural
geology and contractional terranes. He began his geologic pursuits in Alaska in 1991
working for ARCO Alaska in the New ventures group, fondly referred to as the “Dead
Basins Society”. In that tenure he had the good fortune to help map and analyze the
geology of sedimentary and structural provinces across the state from the Gulf of
Alaska to Cape Lisburne , and from ANWR to the Alaskan Peninsula. In that effort he
was exposed to some of the finest minds in geology, a humbling experience indeed.
Bob left the industry in 2002 to pursue exploration with his father in Montana and
Alaska, and then joined the State’s geologic pursuits as research director for the Alaska
Division of Geological & Geophysical Surveys. Bob is currently the state geologist and
acting director of the survey and is again being humbled by both the complex geology
and the great people that spend their lives trying to decipher it.
